Don’t compete in marriage! 

Free seminar on learning to complete each other instead. 
New London, PA – October 13, 2004 – Spouses sometimes feel like the odd couple. One usually sees a glass as half empty while the other sees it as half full. On a trip one will say "let's stop" while the other says "let's keep going." One will "have a place for everything and everything in its place" while the other always says, "it's gotta be here somewhere." Incompatibility can actually be grounds for building a great marriage team, and "TeamMates: A Celebration of Marriage" will show how to build that team. The second session will focus on what husbands and wives say to each other & how they say things as the ‘how’ will often determine the level of intimacy in their marriage.   The Turnbulls will discuss what can cause barriers in communication, and three techniques that can remove the barriers.  Session three will talk about differences in men’s and women’s wants & needs.  By learning to identify those needs, every mate can have a greater love and desire for one another.  The fourth session will cover about practical ways to take good intentions to fix one’s marriage and convert them into four action steps that will help make changes that last.

Based on their own real-life experiences, educational backgrounds, and their deepened commitment to the Lord, they are teaching people how to practically apply the principles of the Bible to their marriage and family, as well as guiding Singles in building relationship skills that will prepare them for marriage.
Bob and Yvonne have a unique presentation style.  They speak side by side, interacting with one another and with their audience. Add to this their humor and transparency and people feel as though they are sitting in their living room having a personal chat. Bob and Yvonne often teach from real life drama, drawing on Bob's background as a movie and TV actor. They leave a memorable impact as they captivate an audience and challenge them to return home and respond to what God has taught them. All of the Turnbull seminars are personal, practical and positive because of their desire to help change lives for Christ.

Both benefit from advanced educational degrees in psychology, business, nutrition & journalism.  Yvonne was the on-air nutritionist for “The 700 Club” TV show and Bob was an actor appearing in 9 films and 41 TV shows including “Highway to Heaven,” “L.A.
